The cottage is fully equipped and has 2 bedrooms,
kitchen, dining room, living room and full bath-
room.

There is a 350’ boardwalk from the cottage to the
Burgundy Squid Café & Craft Shoppe, located in
the restored Walter Torraville fishing stage. The
Café is open from 10 am-8 pm every day, and
serves brunch, lunch and light evening meals.

In front of the cottage boardwalk is a 16’x12’ flake
built out over the water. It is a wonderful deck to
observe the boat traffic along the Main Tickle and
watch sunsets. Underneath the flake is a landing
beach and storage facility for kayaks.
